New Club Acceptance Criteria

Upon acceptance by the AFL Masters SA Association of a New Club, that Club must adhere to

the following criteria:

e Be bound by the AFL Masters SA Constitution, Code of Conduct, Match Rules and any other
requirements the AFL Masters SA Board require;

e Pay the fees and subscriptions determined to apply to the club by the AFL Masters SA
Board;

e The Club must keep and maintain a register of all club officials, delegates and members;

e All players must be registered in accordance with the requirements of the AFL Masters SA;

e Support the AFL Masters SA in the participation, encouragement and promotion of its State
& National Carnival and associated events. (Min 3 player who will support/play in the
National carnival in the first year);

e Advise the AFL Masters SA Board as soon as practicable of any serious administrative,
operational or financial difficulties, assist the Board in investigating those issues and

cooperate with the Board in addressing those issues;

e Beresponsible and accountable to the AFL Masters SA Board for fulfilling its obligations
under the AFL Masters SA strategic plan as revised from time to time;

e Must have a minimum of 40 registered players eligible for Masters Football;
e Must have a home ground with facilities, change rooms, showers, etc;
e Must have a certified and registered trainer;

e Must have a playing strip (clash strip) subject to approval of the AFL Masters Board
